When I write, I enjoy writing funny anecdotes, mostly true stories that have happened to my friends or myself.  My problems are just trying string all of the anecdotes together to make a short story or a novel.  I tend to give up too easily and move on to the next story, instead of sticking and polishing up the original idea or story.

I have kept a quote book since grade nine.  Inside of it, I write down funny lines or situations real or fictional that one day I will incorporate into a story.  Sometimes my friends don’t understand why I bother keeping a quote book, or sometimes they’ll say “I better watch what I say because Sarah might write it down” or “Sarah wrote something down that wasn’t even funny”  but I often find the smallest things in life, interesting or amusing.  Some day, I hope to write a novel based on all of my quotes in my book.

Also, for me, writing gives me a chance to make up something wonderful that could have happened to me, but allows me to write my own ending!

Dear Watcher:

Start with short stories.  Polish up one or two really good anecdotes and move forward from there.  Remember most authors go through many rewrites before the finished product.
